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A Simple, Effective Switch for CW Keys
by Michael Marks, KG5RXG

If you operate CW, chances are you most likely own and use two or more paddles. I use a Kent
paddle for everyday QSOs and a Russian Military straight key for SKCC.  It was a pain to switch
from a QSO to another station calling CQ SKCC as I had to reach behind the IC 7300 (only one CW
port). This simple, low-cost project makes using your paddles even more enjoyable you don’t
have to unplug the cable from the back of your rig. I used a 3.5mm stereo jack and a 1/4" stereo
jack. You can use the jack of choice to fit your key/paddle.

There are many resources available to help you
learn Morse code. The following are just a few get
you started on your journey to learn the code.

One of the most popular programs to study and
Morse is the G4FON CW Trainer.  It has plenty of
options to help you learn. You can set the pitch,
actual speed, and effective speed as well as adding
some realism with signal strength and noise!  You
can even import audio books (or any other text) for
some real text copy.
Download at http://www.g4fon.net/ and start
learning today!

Do you want to take a structured training class?
The Long Island CW Club may be a good fit for you.
For a $30/year membership, you can take advan-
tage of their classes, which use a combination of
the Koch and
Farnsworth methods. CW is sent at 20 words per
minute character speed, but the spacing between
letters is five (5) words per minute. This is done to
help the student get used to higher character
speeds from the start and not learn by counting
dots and dashes. They have many classes one (1)
hour per week at various levels and even have on-
air practice sessions, and more!  Beginning stu-
dents should plan on practicing 15-20 minutes dai-
ly. G4FON CW software is used and four (4) letters
and/or numbers are taught per week. Visit
https://longislandcwclub.org/ for more info.

The ARRL has scheduled practice sessions on the
air and for download.  The on-air sessions send
from the W1AW station are on several bands si-
multaneously, and at different speeds. Slow Code
practice is sent at 5, 7-1/2, 10, 13 and 15 words per
minute (wpm). Fast Code practice is sent at 35, 30,
25, 20, 15, 13 and 10 wpm. Code bulletins are sent
at 18 wpm.

Frequencies are: 1.8025, 3.5815, 7.0475, 14.0475,
18.0975, 21.0675, 28.0675, 50.350, and 147.555 MHz. I
have regularly heard a very clear signal on 7.0475, and
depending on propagation, a decent signal on 14.0475.

If you can’t get a good copy on the air, or don’t have an
HF rig, you can download MP3 files of previous sessions.
To download the files, visit http://www.arrl.org/code-
practice-files

Looking for an inexpensive key to practice sending?  I
stumbled across https://cwmorse.us/ which has a num-
ber of paddles and keys of different styles. The least
expensive model at this time is the NANO QRP Morse
Code Key at $19.95. Code Practice Oscillators are also
sold on the site.

Other inexpensive Code Practice Oscillators (CPO) and
keyers (if your HF rig doesn’t have one built-in) can be
found on eBay and other sites.  One I found and like is
the MX-K2, which can be used as a CPO for practice, or
as a keyer for a transmitter. It has two memories that
can come in handy if you’re a contester or just want to
be able to reliably send CQ CQ CQ DE {call-sign} K and
not tire your fist.

Of course, if you’re the hobbyist who likes to build
stuff, there are plenty of kits of varying levels. Here’s a
kit on eBay that lets you hook up a speaker or headset
so you can practice quietly:

For the truly frugal hobbyist, consider hooking up a
simple piezo buzzer and battery to your key. You can’t
vary the tone, but it does work and is really inexpensive.
For a challenging project, this
http://www.solorb.com/elect/sidetone/index.html circuit
can be build on a solderless breadboard.
